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This course will focus on summary writing and critical analysis, the most important aspects of college-level
writing. Students will practice writing clear summaries, developing convincing counterarguments, and quoting
and paraphrasing effectively. This class will exercise your creativity while teaching you practical techniques that
will make your writing stronger and clearer. Because of the small class size students will have ample time with the

instructor and receive extensive feedback.
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In this series, students will learn how to present their ideas and speak in front of groups. They will also watch
famous speakers and learn about how to develop their presentation skills. There will be a balance of 4 skills —
reading, writing, speaking, and listening. Students will have a chance to learn how to present about a topic as well

as discuss with their peers.

Reading Literature in English (k4 7 4 7#EHEY)  (FAgKRa— : ES450, 580, 670, 680)

In this course, students will read the classic science-fiction text 7he Time Machine by the visionary British
author H.G. Wells. Participants will explore the narrative themes and broader context of the novel while
sharpening their reading skills. Once students have finished reading the book they will also have the

opportunity to compare it to the 1960's movie adaptation.
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
